 He / She sends a circular bearing the signature of the Principal giving the details of the names of 

students, Class, Section etc., to all the classrooms to let  students know how to apply for 

scholarships. 

 The eligible students should submit the details such as Bank A/C Number, Name of the branch, 

category etc., in the administration section while applying for scholarship. 

 The faculty sends notice from time to time informing the students about the scholarships sanctioned to 

the students.
